ABOUT THE START OF THE RAINY SEASON OR THE DURATION OF A DROUGHT PERIOD. THE WEB-
BASED TOOL OPERATES AT COUNTRY LEVEL AND VISUALIZES PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE CLIMATE
INFORMATION, ALLOWING ITS USERS TO ASSESS THE SEVERITY OF UPCOMING CLIMATIC CHANGES,
DESIGN ROBUST NATIONAL ADAPTATION MEASURES (WHICH CAN FORM PART OF NATIONAL ADAPTA-
TION PLANS), OR SUPPORT APPLICATIONS FOR INTERNATIONAL CLIMATE FUNDS.
